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This war in Europe has revealed that Ukrainians are, in
many ways, mentally and spiritually closer to Americans
than to those so-called “brothers” who arrived with the
intent to destroy our nation. We find ourselves defending
not only our territorial integrity and sovereignty, but also
our beliefs, our way of life, our identity, and our
fundamental values. In doing so, we have come to
embody a sense of patriotism articulated in many books
of American political, military, and business leaders, a
patriotism rooted in freedom, dignity, and responsibility.
